Any students applying to the University of Leeds, with a household income level of less than 42,875 GBP, may be
eligible to apply for a means-tested undergraduate scholarship (worth up to 3,000 GBP a year).

UCAT 2026 - Registration opens soon

UCAT is an admissions test, used by a consortium of UK and partner Universities to help select applicants for
medicine and dentistry programmes. The test is used alongside other selection criteria such as academic
qualifications and interviews. The UCAT is a computer-based test, delivered in Pearson VUE test centres
throughout the UK and worldwide. UCAT registration, bursary and access arrangement applications
opens on 20 May 6, bookings open 23 June and testing takes place between 13 July - 24 September
2026.
