UCAT 2026 - Registration opens soon 
UCAT is an admissions test, used by a consortium of UK and partner Universities to help select applicants for 

medicine and dentistry programmes.  The test is used alongside other selection criteria such as academic 

qualifications and interviews.  The UCAT is a computer-based test, delivered in Pearson VUE test centres 

throughout the UK and worldwide. UCAT registration, bursary and access arrangement applications 

opens on 20 May 6, bookings open 23 June and testing takes place between 13 July - 24 September 

2026.

Year 12 Mock Exams 
Year 12 mock examinations in the main hall will take place w/c 22 June at Lawnswood and Ralph Thoresby School. 

Timetables have been issued via your form tutor.  If you do not have it please go and see them! You will have one 

formal exam in each of your subjects w/c 22 June and any additional papers w/c 15 June during your timetabled 

lessons and classrooms. You must ensure you attend all your exams, be punctual and follow all exam rules and 

regulations, which were shared with you before the holiday. Non-attendance to an exam will result in a U grade, 

unless you have medical note / evidence for your absence. Retrieval for the June exams should already be taking 

place. Use all your study periods and the common room effectively for retrieval and exam preparation. Lessons as 

normal at LWD and RTS during the exam fortnight.  

 
Here are a few important instructions for your exams - all exam rooms including access rooms. You must have the 

following:  

• Candidate and seat number 

• Lanyards visible  

• No earphones or watches (of any kind)  

• Phones switched off and handed to the Sixth Form team.  

• Water bottles must also be clear (without measurement markings) and labels removed from plastic 

bottles.   

• No talking when you enter or as you leave the exam hall / exam room 

• You will need a black ink pen, pencil, ruler, rubber and a scientific calculator (for the relevant 

subjects).   

• Any pencil cases brought into the exam room must be transparent without markings.   
There will be spare equipment in the hall, but you should not rely on this. It's there in case you happen to forget 

your calculator or their pen stops working. You will not be allowed to borrow any equipment until after 

the exam has started. You will need to return anything that has been borrowed before being allowed to leave 

the exam room/hall. Don't let equipment be a hindrance and ensure you are fully prepared with 

everything you need.   
Please check individual timetables for start times for your exams. You must ensure you are on time for all exams and 

inform us in advance if you are going to be delayed.

Exam season attendance requirements  
It’s the last week of external exams. Well done all!!! 

Student lanyards must be visible when entering the exam hall and displayed on the desk 

when sitting exams.  

Remember your seat and exam / candidate number for all exams  

Morning Exams – you need to be in registered in the common room by 8:30 for a 9am start – 

You should be seated in the exam hall by 8:45am  

Afternoon Exams – you need to be registered in the common room by1:30pm for a 2pm start 

and be seated in the exam hall by 1:45pm.  

If you are ill or may be late you must contact school immediately. Medical reasons for absence 

must be confirmed with a medical note.  

• Phones MUST be switched off and handed in to the Sixth Form team.    

• Remove your watch (of any kind), ipods or earphones and place in your bags at the back of the hall.

Virtual Medicine Work Experience Week- Friday from the 13th July – 17th July 2026 

The course is designed for students aged 14-18 who are interested in careers in medicine. We aim to give students 

real insight into their future careers, teach them what a medical career is like and advise what students need to do 

to secure a place in med school. 

The virtual medicine work experience week is a fantastic opportunity for students to gain work experience through 

different daily activities, hosted by our team of practising UK NHS doctors. 

Either join each session at 7.30 pm BST each day to watch live, or you are able to watch it all back for 60 days if you 

cannot attend live on the day. After the week, you will obtain a certificate confirming your completion of the course. 

Much more than that, you’ll be able to confidently navigate the application, interview and work experience stage of 

applying to med school.
